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5 easy ways to pay for your Woolly School Garden!
There are lots of ways to raise money for your Woolly School Garden! Follow these five methods to reach your fundraising goal of $1000. Please email us at schools@woollypocket.com if you have any questions. We are here to help!
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1. MEET WITH THE PTA/PTO 
If your school has a PTA/PTO or any parent-teacher group, meet with the president to discuss the possibility of allotting funds for the garden. There are often funds available in landscaping or school beautification or wellness programming that can be put towards the garden.
2. ASK FOR DONATIONS FROM PARENTS, TEACHERS & THE COMMUNITY 
Start with your students’ parents, fellow teachers, and community members for donations to your garden fund. Alert everyone (especially the PTA/PTO) that you are fundraising for a Woolly School Garden by sending out a flyer with all the information on how to donate. Check out the document Fundraising Flyer Template, and fill in all the blanks! 
Involve your school’s student council. They can help you with fundraisers and handing out flyers! 
Post your school’s Woolly donation link to your Facebook page over and over, Twitter about it, and send out an email with the link! You may also post your flyers around the school building and in school newsletters. Make sure to thank everyone who donates to your garden fund.  
3. INVOLVE YOUR COMMUNITY 
Send out letters to local businesses, radio stations, and community groups calling on school community members to donate to your garden fund. Use the Woolly School Garden Letter to Local Businesses to request donations. 
Reach out to local restaurants which believe in sustainable gardening and the local food movement. Encourage them to sign up for the Chefs Move to Schools program, and help with your garden program. Use the Woolly School Garden Letter to Local Restaurants to request help and donations. 
4. HOLD A FUNDRAISER

5. WRITE GRANTS
If you have exhausted steps 1-4, you may consider applying for a grant.
